Dear Members of the Corte Madera Town Council,

Media ownership concentration is a concern to the Marin community at large. I am troubled about Barnes & Noble’s new move into Corte Madera’s Town Center, as this big-box reseller has been known to use predatory tactics to stifle independent resellers and disrupt locally-owned businesses.
Literally tens of thousands of people in our community have benefited from Book Passage's many offerings over the years. Independently owned and operated, they hold dozens of author/speaker events every month, and have regularly-scheduled classes for local authors, writers and speakers. The impact from the loss of Book Passage will be felt inside and outside of Corte Madera – they are an invaluable contributor to the literary life of the Marin community and to people from the greater Bay area as well.
I join the many other members of the wider Marin community in asking you to support the two community resolutions previously put before you requesting:
1) The creation of a task force to recommend an ordinance or policy restricting the opening of large, national chain stores without a Community Impact Study to determine the local and regional impact of such a move 
2) A moratorium on the leasing, build-out or construction of any commercial space over 15,000 square feet in the town of Corte Madera.

Please consider setting up a Task Force and issue an immediate moratorium on the Barnes & Noble occupation of the Marshalls site.
